ADMISSION TO SECONDARY SCHOOL SEPTEMBER 2024

We are pleased to confirm that the process for applying for Secondary School opens on Tuesday 12"
September 2023. As you are aware, your child is due to start secondary school in September 2024.
Considering a secondary school for your child is very important and you will find information on our
website that will help you through the process.

You are only able to submit one application for your child and this must be done through their home
authority (You must use your child’s main home address). You will be able to list out of borough and
grammar schools amongst your preferences. If you are planning on sending your child to an
Independent/private school, please apply to the school directly and only notify us when they have
been offered and you have accepted the place.

We recommend applying through our Citizen’s Portal, it is user friendly and will enable you to receive
an offer email on National Offer Day (Friday 1 March 2024). If you already have a Citizen Portal
account, prior to completing your child’s application, it is important that you check that your personal
details are up to date.

If you apply using a paper application form, you will be sent the result of your application by Royal
Mail. Parents who submit an on-time paper application form will have their offer letter posted on
National Offer Day. We are unable to give results out over the telephone.

The Parent’s Guide will be available on the website when the process opens on 12t September.

You will also find copies of the schools full Admissions Arrangements 2024/25, and historical data
regarding last year’s allocations. We recommend checking the Admissions Arrangements of all
preferred schools, and if you are applying for an out of borough school, we recommend reading the
Parent’s Guide and Arrangements of their Local Authority.
